• Pro tip: To freeze blueberries, spread in a single 

layer on a cookie sheet and place in freezer. 

Once frozen, transfer to another container for 

storage. 

• We have a dock on the Willamette River, just 

steps from the blueberries. If you’re interested in 

canoeing or floating your way to Terra Fluvia, 

that’s awesome, just give us a heads up!

Classic Blueberry Buckle Recipe 

Ingredients 

1/4 cup softened butter 

3/4 cup sugar 

1 egg 

2 cups all purpose flour 

2 tsp baking powder 
1/4 tsp salt 

1/2 cup whole milk 

2 cups Terra Fluvia  

blueberries 

 

Topping: 

2/3 cup sugar 

1/2 cup all purpose flour 

1/2 tsp ground cinnamon 

1/3 cup cold butter, cubed 

Directions 

Mix butter and sugar until light 
and fluffy. Beat in egg. Combine 

flour, baking powder and salt; 
add to creamed mixture alternate-

ly with milk, beating well after 
each addition. Fold in blueber-
ries. Pour into greased 9-in. 

square baking pan.  

For topping: In a small bowl, 
combine sugar, flour, and cinna-
mon.  Add butter until crumbly. 

Sprinkle over blueberry mixture. 

Bake at 375° for 40-45 minutes or 
until a toothpick comes out clean.  Enjoy!

• Blueberry season runs approximately 

early July through mid August.  

• The price: $75 for up to 3 people; $110 

for groups of 4+. Pay in full by June 1st 

and get a $5 discount! 

• Groups of 6+ must be in the same 

household to be on a single share.  

• Kids under age 4 do not count toward 

your total number of people. But ALL 

kids must be supervised at all times. 

• Hours: Daylight hours, 7 days a week. 

• We provide buckets for picking, but 

please bring your own containers/flats to 

take your berries home. 

• You are welcome to bring guests along 

with you at $10/guest/day. Guests must 

be accompanied by a shareholder. 

• We have a scale on-site so you can 

weigh your berries and revel in your 

gathering abilities.
